Persons apply-
ing for reinstatement to amateur status are not eligible.  
All competitors must be at least 55 years of age as of 
the start of the first round.     

Entry Deadline:  All players must file an application

4:30 p.m. CDT to be eligible to compete in the champi-
onship.  Time limit for entries means receipt in the Metro 
Parks Office.  Late entries will not be accepted, includ-
ing entries delayed by mail service.  Entries limited to 
160 players. 

Entry Fee:  $95  Includes green fee, cart and a tee 
favor each day and lunch for Tuesdays round.  Enclose 
check payable to: Municipal Amateur Championship.

Rules of Golf:  Play will be governed by the USGA 
rules of Golf and Municipal Championship local rules. 

Pairings:  Pairing requests will be considered on a first 
come first serve basis for the 1st round only. 

Refunds:  No refund will be issued after the entry 
deadline except for illness/injury.  To receive a refund 
for this reason, the request must be made in writing and 
accompanied by a doctor’s statement. 

Dress code:  Contestants must wear appropriate attire.  
Gym shorts, cut offs, shirts without collars are not ac-
ceptable.  Shorts must be Bermuda type in length.  . 

Conduct code:  Penalties for breach of sportsmanship 
code (to include but not limited to property damage, 
abusive language, club throwing, excessive drinking or 
gambling) may include censure,  disqualification or 
revocation of playing privilege. 

Committee:  Any dispute or doubtful point on the rules 
shall be referred to the Committee, whose decision shall 
be final.
